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Funding Criteria Financial Assistance Program

The following guidelines are followed in regard to the processing of applications for the Player Financial Assistance program. All applications and their content are completely confidential.

1. The Player Financial Assistance program is a “once per competition season” application only. Multiple applications submitted over the competition season for funding of the same player will not be accepted.

2. The Player Financial Assistance payment will be distributed to the applicable player’s team manager/coach/treasurer.

3. The Player Financial Assistance is available for St. George Minor Hockey Association

Based programs only and cannot be accessed for elite sport programs such as AAA Hockey. 

4. The player and parent(s), legal guardian, foster parent must participate in all team/area association fundraising activities and programs.

5. Only children and youth aged 17 and under and residing within St. George Minor Hockey’s catchment area are eligible for Player Financial Assistance funding. 

6. The Player Financial Assistance program is for players who reside with (must have the same residential address) as their parent(s), Legal Guardian or Foster Parent.

7.  The Player Financial Assistance applications must be completed and signed by the player’s parent, Legal Guardian or Foster Parent only.

8.  Incomplete applications will be returned and are ineligible for funding.

10. Player Financial Assistance eligibility and the amount of assistance granted will be determined by a special committee to keep applicants anonymous after reviewing the information contained in the submitted Player Financial Assistance Application.
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
